Dear Families,

Welcome to the 49th year at Plymouth Children’s Nursery Cooperative Preschool!  It may seem early to be thinking about the next school year, but we are already preparing for next September.  This letter contains important information about our school.  Please make a note of the dates contained in this letter.  
Spring Registration will be Monday, May 10 7-8 p.m. at the preschool.  During registration, each family will turn in completed paperwork (see checklist on the website: www.plymouthnursery.org), pick up health forms, information cards, sign up for a job, sign up for a workbee, and have the opportunity to purchase school shirts and tote bags for your child(ren). Sign-up for jobs is on a first come, first serve basis. Please visit the PCN website to view the job descriptions.
The workbees will be held August 21 and August 28 from 9-11am.  You are required to sign up for at least one workbee of your choice.  One parent is required to attend, both are always welcome.  Please come prepared and dressed to work.  We will be painting, gardening, cleaning, and completing an all around spruce-up.  Please do not bring your children! (Attendance is taken at the workbees and those who do not attend will be asked to make up the time during the school year. Thank you in advance for your cooperation.)  

All tuition payments will be due on or before the 1st Friday of the month. Tuition payments are as follows:
2 class days per week: $70.00 per month
3 class days per week: $130.00 per month
OPTION: Any family may opt to pay an additional $30 per month to cover their in-class responsibility. This family is still required to hold a job within the school, however. There are a limited number of these options available per enrolled students per class.

Tuition should be placed in the tuition box at school on or before the due date.  Personal or cashier check will only be accepted.  NO cash please.  Late payments will be charged a $10.00 late fee after a one week grace period.  Bounced checks will be charged a $5.00 check fee, a $10.00 late fee, and all future payments to PCN must be made by money order to an approved board member. Field trips will be scheduled throughout the school year, and these are handled on a come-as-you-choose basis: cash or check will be accepted for each field trip, as that date nears.
The first membership meeting is Tuesday, September 7, 7:00pm at Geneva Church next to the school.   This is one of the few required meetings and will take approximately 1 ½  hours. This is a great time to meet the teachers, board members, and the other parents in your class. This is also a time when many parents arrange carpools and babysitting with each other. All health forms and white emergency cards are due at this meeting, along with a sign-up for the fall fundraiser.
In the beginning, everything may seem overwhelming! Please read all of the information you receive and if you have any questions, please feel free to contact us.  You are always welcome to attend a board meeting.  They are held on the first Tuesday of each month at 7:30 pm at PCN.  (There is no meeting in July.)  

Plymouth Children’s Nursery Cooperative Preschool is a fantastic school.  We have outstanding teachers, supportive parents, and terrific kids!  Your involvement is what makes our school work.  We think that both you and your child will find the new school year enriching and rewarding.  We look forward to seeing you!
